Mark’s gospel includes many stories of 
people with demons inside them. What do 
you think these demons looked like?

When you see a sick family member or friend, 
remember how Jesus helped those who were 
sick and try to follow his example.

Ear Spark
When you hear the noise of a loud crowd of peo-
ple, remember the people who gathered outside 
Simon Peter’s house begging Jesus to heal them, 
and how Jesus didn’t turn them away.

For families to do together
A missionary is a person who has chosen to 
travel somewhere, often to another country, 
to share Jesus’ love with people who live 
there. Find out if anyone from your congrega-
tion or denomination is serving as a mission-
ary, then write them a letter thanking them 
for sharing their faith with others. You can 
remind them that even if their work is diffi-
cult, Jesus is always with them!

For younger kids
Look through a story Bible to find other sto-
ries that tell about Jesus performing miracles. 
Choose one story to read each day, remem-
bering the love that Jesus shows to all people. 

For older kids
Go online and research what life was like for 
ordinary people in Israel during Jesus’ time. 
Why do you think they were so excited when 
they heard Jesus preaching his message?

During Jesus’ time of preaching and ministry, 
Israel was under the control of Roman 
soldiers. Ordinary people had to pay a lot 
of money—called a tax—on things like their 
food, their animals, and their homes. Being 
controlled by Rome also meant that local 
leaders couldn’t always help their citizens 
the way they wanted. Because of the 
hardships they faced, people were eagerly 
watching and waiting for the promised 
Messiah.
